Wall Hangings 
Most of you know that Janet and I lived in Israel for 8 

years. We met a remarkable organization called 

Musalaha, the Arabic word for reconciliation. Under 

the leadership of a Christian Arab who leads a team 

of men and women, both Christian Arabs and 

Messianic Jews that, in turn, help youth and young 

adults to come to a better understanding of the Israeli-

Palestinian conflict. 

The deep underlying goal is to bring these young 

people into a real life experience where they 

discover that in the long run conflict destroys not 

only the body, but also the soul. The question is: 

How can I, how can we survive all this hostility? 

If this takes something called reconciliation, how 

do we get there? 

 

Musalaha has a creative way of opening up the 

process of reconciliation in the lives of these 

youths, Arabs and Jews, both of whom can say to 

each other, “Your people killed my father, my 

brother, and destroyed our land. And this has been 

going on for a long time. Why should I seek peace 

with you?” Musalaha goes into the desert, takes 

one of each “tribe,” says “OK, climb that camel, 

and don’t come back until 48 hours from now,” 

sends the two of them with a loud yell that 

frightens the camel into the desert. 

 

You get the picture. They must work together to 

survive. They must learn to trust each other to 

stay alive. They must talk to plan for survival. 

They must physically reach out to each other to 

save their lives. They must open their hearts to 

each other to have that “embrace” of victory. It’s 

the beginning of a journey toward reconciliation.

I wish that each of you could have been a fly on the 

wall of our middle school chapel last week Thursday. 

We decided, at the urging of one of our eighth 

graders, to hold a “testimony chapel”. We were not 

sure how things would go – it can be such a huge risk 

to stand in front of your peers and share how God has 

revealed himself to you. The Holy Spirit lives in the 

hearts of our middle school students – we heard, 

through the tears and the trials, of how God has 

shown His loving face and spread His love arms 

around these children and their families. It had to be 

the most amazing middle school chapel that I have 

witnessed in all of my 18 years at Rehoboth – boys 

and girls, 6
th

 and 7
th

 and 8
th

 graders, friends and just 

those sitting next to someone else – everyone 

respected the time and we saw how these young 

people do BELONG TO JESUS. 

 

On top of the chapel, we also have been raising 

money for three children that we sponsor in the 

Yezalelem Minch program in Ethiopia. Our goal was 

to raise enough money to sponsor these children for 

one year – providing school fees, clothing, books and 

supplies, and food assistance for  their caretakers. For 

three children, this would cost $500 for the year. 

Well, in less than three weeks, we have surpassed the 

$500 mark – incredible! 

 

We thank the LORD that you allow us to be with your 

children every day – they are amazing!
