Living in the Big Picture 

I was recently reading Julie Morgenstern’s book, 

SHED Your Stuff; Change Your Life, and was 

nearing the end of the book. Throughout the book, 

she had presented a good case for and a variety of 

methods to change your life for the better. As a 

professional organizer and life coach, Ms. 

Morgenstern talked of how to get back to who you 

are and how to get the most of life. Having 5 

children, a busy job, and a small house all have 

convicted me of the need to shed some things. 

This book was about those material goods that get 

in your way and how to declutter your spaces, but 

it was also on a mission to change cluttering 

habits. 

 

In the second to last chapter of the book, she 

started to talk about living in the moment. She 

argued that once your spaces were cleared and 

your habits refined, you would have more time to 

live in the moment. I can see her argument – 

feeling that you have accomplished what you need 

to for that day, giving yourself a break from 

working non-stop – so that you can just sit on the 

couch and have great conversation with a friend 

or a book with your child. But, the more she 

spoke about just wanting to live in the moment, I 

kept thinking – is this it – is this the entire premise 

of her book? I clear all the clutter from my life so 

that I can seize the day? 

 

But, living from moment to moment has no point, 

unless it is done with a bigger picture in mind. It 

is God that fills out the picture of our purpose in 

life. Only in relationship and conversation with 
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Him, do we have a reason to take that walk and 

breathe in the beauty of the day. Only living within 

His will gives us the purpose of our career and our 

life’s work. Why notice the intricacies of another 

person and have any reason to care, unless I am 

seeing the image of God in that person? Why create 

more open time in my schedule, unless I am using 

that time to deepen my personal relationship with 

God or use gifts to bless others? Am I at the center of 

my universe and the end all and be all to my world?  

 

I certainly hope not. If that is the case, what is the 

point of anything? If I want to enjoy the moment, I 

have to know that God created that moment; He 

created me to take pleasure in His creation; He saved 

me from my tendencies towards selfish ends; and He 

deserves all glory and thanks that I can give. 

Knowing and living that, I can take extreme delight in 

each moment. It is only with the big picture in mind 

and in my heart and in my soul that each momentary 

snapshot makes sense. 

 

On Tuesday, the teachers paused to work on 

curriculum.  Curriculum mapping is both that 

momentary snapshot and the big picture. Every lesson 

is not just a stand-alone-moment. Through curriculum 

mapping, we are able to see that a unit, a course, or a 

year of study is not an island. Teachers are forming 

and shaping a child – to walk in the ways of the 

LORD. That doesn’t happen in isolation nor does in 

happen in one lesson – it is part of a much bigger 

picture. Parents and teachers have quite the awesome 

responsibility as participants in that picture; we are 

not the Creator, but we are called to be His hands, His 

eyes, ears, and His heart to these children.
