Checking Grades and Missing Assignments

need access to a computer, feel free to come into the school to check it out. Please do not contact teachers to tell you what
assignment is missing. They spend a huge amount of time ensuring that your child’s work is graded promptly and entering scores
into their gradebooks. Feel free to contact teachers if your child needs help completing assignments or if you have other
questions related to your child’s learning. We want to be your partners in helping your child succeed.

Rehoboth Family Volunteer Program for the 2019-20 School Year

Because community is an important value of Rehoboth Christian School, Rehoboth asks families to volunteer a minimum of 10 hours
per school year. Volunteerism helps parents/guardians get to know Rehoboth staff, other Rehoboth parents, Rehoboth students and
volunteers from around North America by working side by side on projects that benefit Rehoboth students. Volunteerism may
include but not be limited to helping in a classroom, teaching a SAC week class, presenting in a classroom, being a chaperone, helping
with athletic events (gate, concession, clean up, team fundraisers..) helping with band/choir fundraisers, serving in the cafeteria,
landscaping, praying through the prayer calendar, helping promote Rehoboth in the communities from which our families come or
pro bono services.

While volunteerism is the goal of this program, the school realizes that some parents do not have the time to complete their
volunteer hours. It is suggested that parents donate $10.00 for each hour they are not able to volunteer. This money can be
designated towards the Elementary, Middle School or High School programs Payments may be made at the Administration Building
or added to the end of the year tuition bill. The volunteer “year” will run from May 1to April 30 each year. This will allow for summer
volunteer opportunities also.



Process:

Parents will be given a list of volunteer opportunities for the upcoming year from which they can choose. Parents will also be invited
to a brainstorming session at which staff and parents can think of other ways to do activities which support the school. Certain
volunteer opportunities may require background checks or other certification.

Parents may enter their volunteer hours while at school using the computer or filling out a paper copy. This information will be put
into RenWeb .

Food Service

What’s new.

Convenience seems to be the mantra for the next generation of teens. ‘Grub Hub, Door Dash, Bring me That’ have made
a big splash in the meal delivery market. It's not just pizza anymore! Gallup to Go is now on the scene locally.

Since RCS participates in the National School Lunch Program, any ‘delivered’ outside foods or meals would be considered
competitive to the school lunch program. Thus we cannot allow ‘delivered’ foods at RCS for students, anywhere.

In anticipation of this trend, the RCS kitchen staff have created their own pilot version of this Grub Hub/Doordash service.
We will be serving our regular Hot Lunch menu at the Fellowship Hall and for those who do not want what is on the hot
lunch menu, you can get a Sandwich meal or Salad meal at the Concession Stand at the High School.

There is really only one rule, if you get a hot meal you cannot get a second meal unless you pay cash for it. It is against
NSLP rules to charge you, (and for me to claim) for two lunch meals for one student. Your meal account will be charged
just as if you had eaten at the Fellowship Hall.

These healthy, complete meals are served at the Concession stand at the High School, daily 1120 to 1145. Stop by and
give us a try!

As always, we love to feed your kids. Chef Monica has made up some super delicious meals, already this year. If your kids
are not eating with us, | invite them to try us out.
