This scholarship is given in memory of two strong Polinder women related to former Superintendent 

of Rehoboth, Ron Polinder.  His mother, Mina, died in a farm accident in 1982 and his wife, Colleen, 

a former Rehoboth staff member, died of brain cancer in 2012.  Both of these women were faithful 

supporters, loved Rehoboth, and were huge advocates of Christian education.  It is thus fitting that 

these scholarships bear their names.  Support for this scholarship comes from their friends and 

family members.
